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The WIC Joint Practice Protocol (JPP) is used by clinical staff (RN/LPN/MAs) who are caring
for patients at NL Walk-in Care Bangor and NL Walk-In Care Waterville. This flyer
demonstrates how to initiate and use the WIC JPP.

WIC Joint Practice Protocol (JPP)

The WIC JPP PowerPlan contains pre-determined orders for treatment based on the patient’s chief complaint,

presenting symptoms, and/or nursing assessment. These orders are immediately actionable by a non-licensed,

independent practitioner (LIP) and require review and signature by the provider.
